Fish & Tackle Limits 
 
Fish size: 15” limit, 1 fish over 20” PER angler.   
 
Teams are allowed to weigh a limit of five fish 
per team per day.  Max -- eight fish in the 
boat.  Culling is NOT legal.  
 
Fish which fail to measure the official length 
limits shall incur a one pound for each non-
legal fish plus loss of the fish. Any dead fish 
penalties are 8 ounces per fish. 
 
 No more than two fishing rods with one lure 
each, or one fishing rod with two lures per 
angler may be used at a time unless the state 
or lake limit is more restrictive, in which case 
the state or lake limit will prevail.
