Boundaries 
 

Detroit River  US and Canadian waters 
open, Lake Erie is Michigan waters 
only. On the river, from the upstream end of 
Pesche Island downstream to 42.04˚N 
latitude below Celeron Island. 
 

It is each anglers responsibility to enter 
Canadian waters legally. 
 

Foul weather boundaries will be “River Only” 
  
The Grosse Ile Pkwy and the upriver 
drawbridge have unmarked no-wake zones. 
Slow down at the main can buoys for both. 

 

Attention: At the Fermi Nuclear Generating 
Station, buoys are not yet in place. Anglers 
must stay south of the following coordinates: 
N 41 56.900 
W 83 13.801 
 

Fish & Tackle Limits 
 

Fish size: 15” and over.   
 
Teams are allowed to weigh a limit of 5 fish 
per team per day. Cannot have more than 6 
fish in the boat.  Culling is allowed. 
 
Fish which fail to measure the official length 
limits shall incur a one pound for each non-
legal fish plus loss of the fish. Any dead fish 
penalties are 8 ounces per fish. 
 
 No more than two fishing rods with one lure 
each, or one fishing rod with two lures per 
angler may be used at a time unless the state 
or lake limit is more restrictive, in which case 
the state or lake limit will prevail.

Required Safety Equipment 
 
It is the responsibility of all anglers to 
have required state and federal safety 
equipment on board. 
 
At time of inspection each morning, be 
prepared to display 1 life jacket for 
each angler; 1 throw able PFD; and 
demonstrate functioning kill switch.
